Updates:

New VP Dr. Jean Hernandez starts in July.

Campus emergency preparedness (special guests Kurt Buttleman, James Lewis and Michael Klim):
Guests – Kurt Buttleman, James Lewis and Michael Klim spoke on emergency preparedness.

Plans are underway for school to ensure we comply with the federal mandate to become NIMS compliant.  Some of the items that are in place: six people Ham Radio-trained, staff identified as Building Monitors to clear buildings (daytime only). Computer popup messages, cell text messaging service, Gmail accounts for all students. Georgetown and New Holly sites need to be included in planning, but should have individual plans. 

Faculty should encourage students to sign up for cell and text messaging, as well as Gmail accounts to help expand our communication capabilities.  It was suggested that faculty add emergency preparedness info to syllabus, i.e. emergency phone #’s, four-things-you-can-do flyer. One will be available electronically.

What is still being implemented? Public address system coming this fall, four to six will be placed on campus. Drills are being run to test plans. Earthquake Tuesday was not very successful. 

Linda Chase suggested that emergency preparedness presentation be added to Presidents Day

Security incidents will be published in the update. Mike Hickey commented the more informed we are about these incidents, the best for all concerned.

Van Bobbitt asked about groundskeeper positions. Kurt Buttleman replied that we were back to full employment plus one.

Cascade Court is planned to be replaced in about 5 years. Automotive building will be renovated, also in about 5 years.
