FACE!  Last year, we got money in the budget for a few part-time to full-time conversion positions.  The State allocated one to each of 20 districts.  Because our part-time salaries are closer to full time, we were able to have TWO positions.  





This year?  Our legislative agenda includes MORE FACE positions!  We are also working for general raises, protecting a 4.9% COLA,  pro-rata pay, job security, and full increment funding.  We will be working on removing language from the law that restricts our right to bargain local funds for increments and other salary increases.
